Jazeera Airways to connect

Prague with Kuwait

Jazeera Airways, a fast-growing low-
cost airline in the Middle East region,
will launch flights between Prague
and Kuwait in June 2022. The airline
will fly between the two countries twice
a week, every Tuesday and Sunday.
The carrier will deploy Airbus A320Neo
aircraft for 174 passengers on the route.
The very first direct air connection
between the two countries will open
Prague to part of the Persian Gulf with
considerable potential for inbound
tourism. Thanks to Jazeera Airways,
passengers can enjoy not only direct
flights to Kuwait, but also connections
to more distant destinations, especially
India, one of the strongest markets
without direct flights from Prague.
